Mr. Rajnath
Singh distributed cheques of Rs.6000/- per annum for students in classes from 1st to 4th standard, Rs.9000/- per annum for 5th to 7th
standard students and Rs.12000/- per annum for 8th to 12th standard and SDF has agreed to continue this assistance in subsequent
years. The assistance will also be extended for needy children for their higher studies in due course.

The Union Home Minister appealed to the corporate world to join hands in assisting the families of Police, CAPFs and Defence
personnel. Mr. Rajnath Singh said though the amount is meagre but it is a good beginning and he will ensure to increase it. Mr.
Rajnath Singh mentioned that these small children are like flowers who will bloom in due course.
