05.04.2016 from H. Nizamuddin, regular services will commence in the return direction i.e. from Agra Cantt. on the same day and from
06.04.2016 from Hazrat Nizamuddin Railway Station.

While speaking on the occasion Minister of Railways Mr. Suresh Prabhakar Prabhu said that launching of Semi high speed Gatimaan
Express was a big achievement for Indian Railways and had fulfilled the dream of Hon"ble Prime Minister. He further added that Indian
Railway shell run more Gatimaan trains on different sectors and this would enhance tourism in India. He said it was their aim to
increase average speed of all passengers and freight trains and Indian Railway have already started working on mission “Raftaar“[?]
